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1. Safety - While Air Services Australia can regulate air traffic movement to enhance safety the planning and control of flight paths must take into consideration amenity issues for residents on the ground. Flight paths should not be allowed to encroach on and be over established residences. CASA or some authority must have the power to ensure that the planes flying in our skies are safe to do so. Stringent controls must be in place and able to be enforced. Staffing resources must be provided to facilitate this
 
2. Security - While security is of paramount importance it is unfair that a regional airport suddenly finds itself having to finance millions of dollars worth of infrastructure to comply with ‘new’ requirements. If increased safety measures are required a reasonable contribution needs to be made to the airport owner when the owner is a local government dependant on rate payers to fund such expenditure. I do not believe every passenger and luggage on every plane needs to be triple xrayed. I believe we have over reacted to Sept 11. Sensible precautions need to be in place but this has to extend to freight also. Is all air freight subject to the scrutiny that passenger luggage is?
 
3. International Aviation – While other countries pay staff markedly lower wages than we do and have varying safety requirements etc I prefer that we protect our interests. It is not a level playing field so caution must be taken however National competition should be allowed and encouraged. Forward plan and enforce airports to be located away from residential areas and ensure that planning schemes do not ever allow residents to live near airports.
 
4. Domestic – Encourage National competition. Forward plan and enforce airports to be located away from residential areas and ensure that planning schemes do not ever allow residents to live near airports or under flight paths. 
 
5. Regional – Encourage services to regional areas but forward plan and enforce airports to be located away from residential areas and ensure that planning schemes do not ever allow residents to live near airports or under flight paths. 
 
6. Skills development - Civil and military aviation should share resources etc.
 
7. Consumer Protection – I agree
 
8. Planning for the future. I could not agree more. There must be a system created that ensures all airport planning be it regional or capital city based, is forward planned. If we are going to continue to encourage cities to grow (I believe population growth should not be encouraged but that we should aim for a stable sustainable population). I reside 15kms from my regional airport and still suffer noise when any plane flies overhead. I don’t want my peace and quiet shattered in this way. The impact of noise is increasingly distressing. Is it possible to invest in ‘quiet’ planes?
 
9. Emissions and Climate Change – Yes BUT. Unless an alternative fuel is found I am concerned that aviation will quite literally ‘run out of gas’. This is something that simply has to be addressed. Investment is needed.
 
10. NOISE – Why is noise the last dot point? This quote from the green paper…’ The Government will also consider industry-funded noise amelioration programs where airport operations and air traffic changes place residences into existing high-noise exposure zones’…. Is not going to work throughout Australia. Sydney and Adelaide are located in Southern Australia. Here in Queensland we live outdoors practically all year round. I don’t want my house insulated as I am not often inside it! When I am indoors it is usually with all doors and windows open. A one size fits all approach is not good enough. I think noise has to be the most critical factor in discussing everything that has come before. Invest and plan so that airports are not expanded or built to impact on suburbs and residences in rural areas. Provide train and road links that can rapidly connect people and freight with planes. FUTURE PLAN. How big do we want our cities to grow and if the answer is infinitely big we have a problem! I simply do not think it fair that aviation gets a priority over the largest investment that a person will usually ever make, their home. I believe every resident has the right to live in a quiet environment. We place barriers alongside roads to protect people from noise and with electric cars in the future, even this may not be necessary one day. Future plan our cities so that schools, shops and urban centres are located together and industry and airports etc are located away from where people live, work and play.
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
