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Submission for consideration in the preparation of the White Paper

Whilst SA Lotteries understands the current regulations surrounding activities conducted on Federal Airport land, we welcome the review of these regulations and the broadening of the scope of activity, consistent with the changed nature that airport land is utilised.

SA Lotteries operates for the benefit of South Australia by providing prizes to players and directing all profits from its games to State hospitals and recreation and sport (as directed under the State Lotteries Act (1966)).

SA Lotteries currently promotes and distributes lottery products in more than 550 businesses across South Australia. Approximately 60% percent of SA Lotteries’ agency network is comprises a variety of small retail businesses (newsagents, supermarkets, delicatessens, etc) which are predominantly located in shopping centres. The remainder of the network is situated through a variety of licensed venues (hotels and licensed clubs).

SA Lotteries and its agency network are committed to the responsible promotion and conduct of lottery games to ensure a safe playing environment for customers. All SA Lotteries agents are audited at least once a year against 28 measures to compliance with the provisions of the State Lotteries Responsible Gambling Code of Practice and State Lotteries Advertising Code of Practice. To further assist in minimising the harm caused by problem gambling, SA Lotteries’ ongoing responsible gambling education program includes tailored training modules for new agents and employees aged less than 18 years. In addition, our agents are required to undertake responsible gambling refresher training every two years.

In SA Lotteries instance, there is a shopping precinct currently in operation on Adelaide Airport land, the Harbour Town precinct. Current regulations prevent SA Lotteries appointing an agent within this facility and we believe this facility to be no different than any other retail environment in the state and would appreciate the current restrictions being considered, in the preparation of the White Paper, for withdrawal to allow agents to be appointed within this facility or any future shopping precincts on Federal Airport land.
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
