Dear Minister and Parliamentary Secretary,

My attached comments on the National Aviation Policy Green Paper are primarily directed to aircraft noise, and in this regard, government policy and the Department of Infrastructure/Transport and Airservices' practices have generally failed residents living near airports for the 50 years or so since jet services began. For these reasons, I have referred my comments directly to you hoping to gain initial political consideration before the Department of Infrastructure strives to bury them.
