request, in relation to a standard telephone service, means:
(a) a request made by a person for the supply of a standard telephone service; 
or
(b) a request that is taken to be made where a primary universal service provider withdraws, replaces or ceases to supply a technology used to provide a standard telephone service to the person, and the person is required to obtain the standard telephone service using an alternative technology.
